ARTICLE I:
TITLE

1.1 Student Senate of IUCA is the
official name of this student organization.

ARTICLE II:
TITLE

2.1 The members of the Student Senate
shall be IUCA students currently in their
2nd, 3rd, and 4th year at the University.

2.2 Candidates for the Student Senate
President's position shall present their
program for the year (strategy, number of
team members, department structure and
activities) in an open election held in
March. All students are eligible to vote for
their chosen candidate. Votes are counted
by the head of the Student Office, the
current Student Senate President, and any

2.6 At the end of the academic year,
the acting President introduces the new
President to a Board of Advisors
composed of previous Student Senate
Presidents.

2.7  Team members who do not attend
general meetings, do not participate in the
activities of the senate, do not perform
their assigned tasks may be expelled from
the Student Senate. Other reasons for
expulsion may include poor academic
performance, violation of university
policies, and violation of Student Senate
rules.

ARTICLE VII:
RATIFICATION AND AMENDMENT
OF THE CONSTITUTION

7.1 The Constitution is the document
of significance to the Student Senate.

7.2 Each member of the Student Senate
has the right to propose amendments to the
Constitution. In order for amendments to
take effect, a team member must make a
motion to amend. One week is given for
deliberation on the issue. After one week,
the question is brought up for discussion
again. If a majority of the senators vote to
amend, they sign the petition and turn it in
to the President.

7.3  The president forwards the petition
to the Board of Advisors. If a majority of
the board votes to approve the amendment,
it goes into effect.
